Parish Faithful,
We need your donation help with our 2024 special projects:
e The church has had its 70-year-old sewer line repaired and replaced this summer from
blockages and pipe cracks which flooded the manse — cost $120,000.
e Due to vandalism and break-ins, we have upgraded our security camera system along
with lock upgrades over the vulnerable areas total cost $12,000 so far with more needed.
e We also resurfaced the rear steps and landing to our solarium entrance cost $6,000.
Thanks to the support of St John’s Legacy Foundation, we have covered a large portion of
these expenses but are still short $40,000.
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
